Definition

1) The Biblical Method refers to an approach that recognizes the Bible
as the highest authority, interpreting and applying all principles of faith
and life based on Scripture.

2) It takes into account context, grammar, history, and theology, and
follows the principle of interpreting Scripture with Scripture.

Core Principles

1) The Bible is Divine Revelation
The Bible is the inerrant Word of God and the only rule for faith and
conduct.

2) Scripture Interprets Scripture (Scriptura sui ipsius interpres)
Difficult passages are interpreted in light of other clearer passages.

3) Canonical Unity of Scripture
The Old and New Testaments are not separate but form one unified

redemptive history in Christ.

4) Christocentric Interpretation
Jesus Christ is the center of all Scripture. (cf. John 5:39; Luke 24:27)

5) lllumination by the Holy Spirit
The Holy Spirit enables the interpreter to understand the truth of




God’s Word. (cf. 1 Corinthians 2:12-14)
