2) Paul emphasizes that humans are sinners by nature,not just by action.
3) Sin is inherited and universal: "There is no one righteous, not even
one" (Romans 3:10).
5. Human Inability
1) Fallen humanity is incapable of approaching God on its own(John 6:44).
2) Paul describes humanity as “slaves to sin” (Romans 6:17).

3) Salvation is entirely based on God’s grace and sovereign initiative
(Ephesians 2:8-9).
