Romans 8:29-30

(Romans 8:29-30)

3. Theological Interpretation (Pauline Perspective)

1) “Foreknew” (mpogyvw — proegno)
(1) Meaning:
More than intellectual knowledge—it signifies God’s covenantal
love and relational knowing.

(2) Old Testament Background:
Cf. Jeremiah 1:5 —“Before | formed you in the womb | knew you.”

2) “Predestined” (;tpowpLoev — proorisen)

(1) God's sovereign plan to shape the elect into the image of Christ.
(2) The goal of predestination is not merely salvation but Christlikeness.

3) The Golden Chain of Salvation
Paul outlines the sequential and unbreakable process of salvation:
(1) Predestination— Initiated by God’s sovereign will.
(2) Calling— Through the gospel proclamation.

(3) Justification— Being declared righteous by faith.

(4) Glorification— Final consummation of salvation, eternal union with
Christ.

4) “That He Might Be the Firstborn”
(1) Christ is the center of God’s redemptive purpose.
(2) He is the firstborn among many brethren, establishing a new
humanity.

4. Reflection and Application
(1) This passage brings assurance: God has foreknown, predestined,
called, justified, and glorified us.
(2) Predestination here is not about coercion but a loving and gracious

purpose.
(3) Salvation is entirely a work of God's grace, not human merit.
