Moods Indicative, Imperative, Subjunctive, Optative

Used in noun, adjective, and adverbial functions; parsed by

tense and voice
Conditional Sentences First, Second, Third, and Fourth Class Conditions
Relative Pronouns & Subordinate Clauses Structure and usage in sentence flow
Prepositions affect meaning based on the case (Genitive,

Dative, Accusative)
Uses of the Imperative Mood Singular/plural, positive/negative commands
