1) Summary
(1) At Caesarea Philippi, Jesus asks: “Who do you say | am?”
(2) Peter’s confession: “You are the Christ”
(3) Jesus foretells his suffering and death; calls for self-denying
discipleship

Contextual Analysis: Turning point of Mark’s Gospel
Literary Structure:Confession—>Misunderstanding—Instruction pattern
Theological Meaning: Christ’s suffering and the cost of discipleship

(4) Modern Application: Deny self and follow Christ amid today’s

4. Revelation Interpretation Practice: Revelation 5
1) Summary
(1) Scroll sealed with seven seals appears before the throne
(2) “No one was found worthy” — sorrow
(3) “The Lamb who was slain” is worthy to open the scroll
(4) Worship erupts: “Worthy is the Lamb!”

2) Hermeneutical Application

(1) Genre Awareness: Apocalyptic literature requires symbolic interpretation

(2) Context: Revelation 4 (worship of the throne) — Revelation 5
(Lamb’s victory)

(3) Theological Focus: Christ's redemptive victory; worship as the
heart of eschatology

(4) Symbol Analysis: Scroll, seven seals, Lamb, throne

(5) Modern Application: Worship in the midst of crisis; Christ holds
history’s scroll
