2) Sample Topics(student—-chosen or assigned):
(1) “Paul’s Doctrine of Salvation in Romans”
(2) “Contrast Between Law and Gospel in Galatians”
(3) “Jesus’ Self-Revelation in the Greek Text of the Gospel of John”

3) Structure of Presentation:

(1) Introduction to the topic

(2) Reading and interpretation of the Greek text
(3) Explanation of grammatical points

(4) Theological significance

(5) Personal application or concluding thoughts
