1. Introduction: What is Faith?
1) Definition

(1) Greek word mioTic (pistis): includes meanings such as trust,
confidence, and faithfulness.

(2) Biblical definition: complete trust and obedience to God and His
Word.

(3) Hebrews 11:1 — “Now faith is the substance of things hoped for,
the evidence of things not seen.”

2) Theological Importance
(1) Core means of salvation (Ephesians 2:8)
(2) Basis for justification (Romans 5:1)
(3) The beginning and sustaining power of the Christian life

2. Biblical Foundations of Faith
1) Faith in the Old Testament
(1) Abraham’s faith (Genesis 15:6) — “He believed the LORD, and He
credited it to him as righteousness.”
(2) Emphasis on loyalty and trust in Deuteronomy and Psalms

2) Faith in the New Testament
(1) Jesus frequently emphasized faith (e.g., Matthew 8:10, 9:22)




(2) Pauline epistles: faith as the heart of the gospel and justification
(3) Hebrews 11: a hall of faith showcasing heroes of faith

3. Components of Faith
1) Intellectual Aspect (Notitia)
(1) Knowing the content of the gospel
(2) Example: The historical facts of Jesus’ death and resurrection

2) Emotional/Assent Aspect (Assensus)
Internal agreement to the truth of the gospel

3) Volitional/Trust Aspect (Fiducia)
Personal trust and surrender to the truth of the gospel

4. The Object and Focus of Faith
1) The Object: God
(1) His character (faithfulness, love, power)
(2) His Word and promises

2) The Focus: Jesus Christ
(1) God’s redemptive work revealed in Christ
(2) John 3:16 — “Whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have
eternal life.”

5. Results of Faith
1) Justification
Made righteous through faith (Romans 3:28)

2) Salvation
Faith as the channel of grace (Ephesians 2:8-9)

3) Sanctification
The life of faith continues and grows toward holiness

4) Joy and Peace
Peace with God (Romans 5:1), peace of heart (Philippians 4:6-7)

6. Relationship Between Faith and Works
1) Paul: Justification by faith apart from works (Romans 3:28)




2) James: Faith without works is dead (James 2:26)
Proper interpretation: True faith always produces good works.

7. Growth and Maintenance of Faith
1) Faith through the Word (Romans 10:17)
“Faith comes from hearing, and hearing through the word of Christ.”

2) Work of the Holy Spirit
Strengthens and confirms faith

3) Tested Through Trials
Faith refined like gold through trials (1 Peter 1:7)

8. Communal Dimension of Faith

1) Building the Community
Encouraging one another in faith (Hebrews 10:24-25)

2) Fellowship of Believers
Living and growing together in faith (Acts 2:42)

9. Conclusion: What Does Faith Mean for Christians Today?
1) Not just a past decision, but a lifelong trust and obedience
2) Faith is a living, growing relationship with God
3) “The one who endures to the end will be saved” (Matthew 24:13)
