2) Biblical Theology focuses on the theological message of each biblical
author, considering its historical and literary context.

3) Students will trace how key theological themes develop progressively
and organically from Genesis to Revelation,gaining a deeper understanding
of the unity and coherence of Scripture.

3. Course Objectives
1) To understand the role of each biblical book within the overarching
story of redemption.
2) To examine the continuity and discontinuity between the Old and New
Testaments.
3) To trace key biblical themes such as covenant, the Kingdom of God,

and the Messiah.
4) To distinguish Biblical Theology from Systematic and Historical Theology.
5) To apply Biblical Theology practically to preaching, discipleship, and
missions.
