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3) Faith and Repentance

1. Introduction
1) Faith and repentance are the foundation of salvation and central to
the gospel.
2) In Pauline theology, they are not mere emotions or resolutions, but a
radical turning of life and personal trust in Christ.

2. Biblical Meaning of Repentance
1) Hebrew ‘shuv’ — Turning around
Fundamentally means turning back to God.

2) Greek ‘metanocia’ — Change of mind
A complete transformation of one’s thinking and heart.

3) Components of Repentance

(1) Intellectual: Awareness of sin
(2) Emotional: Grief and sorrow over sin
(3) Volitional: Decision to turn from sin and return to God

3. Theological Meaning of Faith
1) Greek ‘pistis’ — Trust, reliance
Not just agreement, but personal trust and surrender.

2) Components of Faith
(1) Cognitive: Understanding of the gospel
(2) Assent: Acknowledging the truth
(3) Trust: Committing oneself to Christ




4. Relationship Between Repentance and Faith
1) Repentance is turning from sin; faith is turning to Christ.

2) Repentance without faith leads to guilt; faith without repentance leads
to cheap grace.
3) They are two sides of one coin, occurring simultaneously(Acts 20:21).

5. Fruits of Repentance and Faith

1) Repentance: Transformed life, sensitivity to sin
2) Faith: Union with God, life of obedience

6. Application and Practice

1) Reflect deeply on personal repentance and faith.

2) Encourage specific repentance from known sins and profession of
trust in Christ.

3) Use this as a starting point for discipleship training.
