1. Introduction: Definition of Redemption
1) Redemption (4moA0Tpwolg)in the New Testament means to ransom,




to set free, to buy back—it refers to the act of delivering someone f
rom slavery or bondage, especially from sin and death.

2) This concept is developed from Old Testament events like the Exodus
and Jubilee laws, and fulfilled in the New Testament through the work
of Christ.

3) It specifically refers to liberation from the bondage of sin, death, and
the curse of the law through the blood of Christ.

Biblical Background of Redemption

1) Old Testament Background
(1) The Exodus: God redeemed Israel from Egypt as a foundational
act (Exod. 6:6; Deut. 7:8).
(2) Jubilee and Ransom Laws: Involved the restoration of land,

freedom, and people (Lev. 25).
(3) Redemption in the OT is God’s gracious intervention for His
people.

2) New Testament Development
(1) Jesus’ death and resurrection bring about redemption from sin
and death.
(2) Redemption is not only a past event but has ongoing, present day
implicationsfor believers (Eph. 1:7).

3. Theological Meaning of Redemption

1) Ransom
(1) Greek words AUtTpovand davtilutpo vindicate that Christ paid a
ransom price with His blood to redeem humanity (Mark 10:45; 1
Tim. 2:6).
(2) The blood of Christis the cost of redemption (1 Pet. 1:18-19).

2) Freedom and Liberation
(1) Redemption includes freedomfrom the power of sin.
(2) “The truth will set you free” (John 8:32) is fulfilled in Christ.

3) Adoption and Inheritance

(1) Redemption is not only about freedom from sin, but also adoption
as children of Godand inheritance as heirs(Gal. 4:4-7; Rom. 8:23).
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Purpose and Results of Redemption

1) For the Glory of God(Eph. 1:6, 12, 14)
(1) Redemption is central to God’s redemptive plan and is designed
to glorify Him.
(2) The ultimate purpose is to magnify the glory of God.

2) Call to Holy Living
(1) The redeemed are called to walk in newness of life(Rom. 6:4).

(2) We are not to treat grace cheaply, but to live with holiness and
devotion (Titus 2:14).

Application of Redemption

1) Personal Application
(1) Recognizing one’s freedom from sin and adoption into God’s
family.
(2) Living in freedom and boldness, not under condemnation (Rom.
8:1-2).

2) Ecclesial (Church) Application

Redemption is a corporate reality—the Church is a community of the
redeemed, called to unity and mission (1 Pet. 2:9-10).

3) Living as Redeemed in the World
Proclaiming the message of redemption through a life of justice, love,
and mercy, being salt and light to the world (Matt. 5:13-16).
