1. Definition of the Term

1) Reconciliation refers to the restoration of a broken relationship between

God and humanity, or between human beings.

2) The Greek word kataAAoyr(katallage) in the New Testament means

the "end of hostility" or "restoration of relationship."

2. Biblical Foundations
1) Romans 5:10-11

“For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God by the

death of his Son---



“God, who reconciledus to himself through Christ and gave us the
ministry of reconciliation:--”

2) Colossians 1:19-22
Through the cross, Christ made peace and reconciled all things to
himself.

3. Theological Significance

1) Reconciliation between God and Humanity
(1) Human sin caused separation from God, but the relationship is
restored through the cross of Jesus Christ.
(2) Reconciliation implies more than just peace—it means intimate
restored fellowship.

2) Connection to Christ’s Atoning Death

Reconciliation is a key aspect of atonement, where God’s justice is
satisfied and the relationship with humanity is restored.

3) God as the Initiator
Reconciliation is not achieved by human effort, but by God’s initiative
through Christ.

4) Result of Reconciliation: Peace and New Relationship
Hostility is replaced by peace, and believers enter into a new life of
communion with God.

(1) Every believer is called to carry out the ministry of reconciliation(2
Cor. 5:18).
