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Adoption
1. Definition

Adoption refers to the divine act by which God, through Jesus Christ,
brings redeemed sinners into His family and grants them the full rights of
sons and daughters.

Greek roots: huios(son) + tithemi(to place) — “to place as a son”

2. Biblical Foundation
(Romans 8:15-17)
"You received the Spirit of adoption by whom we cry out, 'Abba, Father.'”
1) We are no longer slaves but children
2) The Spirit testifies that we are God's children




(Galatians 4:4-7)
"God sent the Spirit of His Son into our hearts, crying, 'Abba! Father!"”

Through Christ's redemption, we became sons and heirs

(Ephesians 1:5)
"He predestined us for adoption to himself as sons through JesuS Christ.

Adoption was God’s predestined plan from eternity

3. Theological Significance

Relationship Personal communion with God
|dentity From slaves to sons and heirs
Role of the Spirit Confirms our status as God’s children
Purpose of Redemption Not just forgiveness but entrance into God's family
Inheritance Co-heirs with Christ
