Introduction: What is Sanctification?

1) Definition
(1) Sanctification comes from the Greek word ayLaouoc (hagiasmos),
meaning “to be made holy” or “set apart.”

(2) It refers to the ongoing process by which a saved believer is
transformed into the image of God, separated from sin, and led
into a life of holiness.

2) Relation to Salvation
Sanctification is the result of justification and the ongoing application
of salvation through the work of the Holy Spirit.

2. Theological Foundations of Sanctification

1) The Will of God the Father
“This is the will of God, your sanctification” (1 Thessalonians 4:3)

2) The Work of Christ
Through His atoning blood, Jesus not only redeems but also provides
the model for holy living.

3) The Work of the Holy Spirit
The Holy Spirit convicts of sin, leads into truth, and transforms
believers into the image of Christ(2 Corinthians 3:18).

Biblical Foundations of Sanctification

1) Old Testament Concepts
(1) Sanctification is closely tied to being set apart priests, tabernacle,
and sacrifices were consecrated for God’s presence.
(2) The book of Leviticus centers on holiness (Leviticus 11:45: “Be
holy, for 1 am holy”).

2) New Testament Teachings
(1) John 17:17- “Sanctify them in the truth; Your word is truth.”
(2) Romans 6- Dying to sin and living to God.




(3) Galatians 5:22-23— The fruit of the Spirit is evidence of sanctification.
(4) Hebrews 12:14— “Pursue holiness, without which no one will see t
he Lord.”

4. Three Stages of Sanctification

Temporal Aspect Description Key Scripture
Positional Sanctification Set apart at the moment of salvation 1 Corinthians 1:2
Progressive Sanctification Daily transformation by the Spirit, growing in holiness Philippians 2:12-13
Perfected Sanctification Final state of holiness at Christ’s return 1 John 3:2

2) The World: The temptations and values of secular society
3) The Devil: Spiritual attacks to hinder growth in holiness

1) The Word: Cleansing and transforming power (Ephesians 5:26)
2) Prayer: Spiritual breathing and communion with God
3) Being Filled with the Spirit: Living under the Spirit's control
4) Confession and Repentance: Daily turning from sin
