. Definition

1) Sanctificationis the process by which God makes believers holy in
Christ.

2) It is a progressive work of the Holy Spiritwhereby the believer is
increasingly conformed to the image of Christ.

. Biblical Basis

1) John 17:17- "Sanctify them in the truth; your word is truth.”
2) Romans 6:19,22,1 Corinthians 6:11,1 Thessalonians 4:3,Hebrews 12:14

. Characteristics of Sanctification

1) Progressive:
It begins at conversion and continues throughout the believer’s life.
2) Spirit—-Empowered:
It is not merely human effort but the work of the Holy Spirit.
3) Obedience in Faith:
It involves daily obedience through fellowship with God in the Word
and prayer.

. Types of Sanctification

1) Initial Sanctification: Holiness granted at the moment of salvation.
2) Progressive Sanctification: Ongoing growth in holiness throughout life.
3) Perfect Sanctification Glorification): Final state of holiness at glorification.

6. Application of Sanctification
1) Spiritual Disciplines:
Bible reading, prayer, fasting, fellowship

2) Self-Denial and the Cross:
Denying self, taking up the cross, and following Christ

3) Dependence on the Spirit:
Living by the power of the Holy Spirit, not self—effort
