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Week 6: Prepositions and Case Changes

. Introduction to Prepositions

1) Prepositions are words placed before a noun or pronoun to show



direction, location, time, or to introduce an object.
2) In Greek, prepositions often govern specific grammatical cases, and
the meaning of the preposition can change depending on the case.

2. Key Cases Affected by Prepositions

Case Function Example Meaning
Genitive  Source, separation "from," "out of"
Dative Location, means  "in," "with"
Accusative Direction, goal “into," "toward"

3. Examples of Prepositions with Case Variations

Preposition G enitive Meaning Accusative Meaning
8k / &% out of — (not used with accusative)
gv in — (used with dative only)
gic - into, toward

1POC from, at to, toward

and from — (used with genitive only)

4. Important Notes
1) Some prepositions change form depending on the initial letter of the
word that follows (e.g., ék — ¢& before vowels).

2) Understanding prepositional usage is key to proper translation and
interpretation of Greek syntax.

5. Practice Tip
1) Always check which case follows a preposition to determine the
correct meaning.
2) Practice reading passages with prepositions in different contexts to
master usage.
