In Pauline theology, glorification(Greek: doxa) refers to the consummation



of salvation, where the believer is fully conformed to the image of Christ.

It is the final stage of the ordo salutis (order of salvation):
Justification — Sanctification — Glorification.

“And those whom he justified he also glorified.”
