1) Definition:

resurrected and fully freed from sin, suffering, and death, entering
into the fullness of God’s glory.

(1) Election — Calling — Regeneration — Conversion — Justification
— Sanctification — Glorification
(2) Glorification is the consummationof justification and sanctification
and the full restoration of God's image in us.

2) The Resurrected Body
(1) The glorified body is incorruptible, sinless, and immortal.
(2) Jesus’ resurrected body serves as the model: “We shall be like
Him when He appears.”(1 John 3:2)

4. Practical Application
1) Hope Amid Suffering
(1) Current afflictions are temporary,but future glory is eternal(Rom 8:18).
(2) Believers can endure hardship by fixing their hope on the promise
of glorification.

2) Motivation for Holiness

(1) Those who have this hope purify themselves, just as He is pure (1
John 3:3).

(2) The hope of glorification fuels a desire to live a life worthy of
God’s kingdom.

(1) Death is not the end, but the doorway to glorification.
(2) The resurrection hope empowers believers to overcome the fear of
death.
