Grammatical Analysis:

“y

Ev dpxii”: Preposition &v + dative, indicating a temporal setting

“fv”: Imperfect indicative of eiui(to be)

“mpog Tov BedV”: Preposition mpd¢ + accusative— emphasizes personal
relational closeness

“0ed¢ v 6 AodYog”: Inverted structure; theological nuance due to

absence/presence of the article

Theological Points:

Pre—existence and divinity of the Logos
Foundational text for Trinitarian theology

Text 2: John 3:16

Grammatical Analysis:

“Obtwe yap”: Emphatic expression with causal conjunction
“nydrnoev”: Aorist active indicative — completed action
“bote + verb”: Introduces a result clause

“tov pyovoyevi”: Adjectival usage — “only” or “unique in essence”

Theological Points:

The redemptive love of God
Eternal life promised through faith



Text 3: John 20:31

TadTa &¢ yeyparwtol tva yLotevonte OTL Inocodc éotiv 6 XpLOTOG: -

Grammatical Analysis:
“yeéypantol”’: Perfect passive indicative — emphasizes present relevance
of what is written

“Iva. mLotebonte”: Purpose clause using the subjunctive
“6 XpLotode”: Use of the article — specific reference to the Messiah

Theological Points:
Purpose statement of the Gospel of John
Connection between Christ’s identity and faith

Literary Characteristics of the Gospel of John

1) Simple vocabulary with profound theological depth

2) Use of contrast (parallelism) and repetition

3) Frequent symbolic terms: “life,” “truth,” “light,” “Word,” etc.
)

4) Emphasis on purpose clauses with fvato encourage active faith
