2 Timothy 3:

1. Introduction: Final Words from the Apostle Paul

1) 2 Timothy is Paul's last letter before martyrdom, written to his spiritual
son Timothy.

2) Chapter 3 warns of perilous times and emphasizes the absolute necessity
of Scripture.

2. Overview of the Chapter (vv.1-17)
1) Characteristics of the Last Days (vv.1-9)
(1) People will love self, money, and pleasure more than God.
(2) They will have a form of godliness but deny its power.
(3) Resemble Jannes and Jambres(Egyptian magicians opposing Moses).
(4) Warning against false teachers and deception.

2) Timothy’s Godly Example (vv.10-15)

(1) Timothy followed Paul’s teaching, conduct, purpose, faith, love, and



endurance.
(2) He remained steadfast through persecutions and sufferings.

(3) He knew the Holy Scriptures from childhood (taught by Lois and
Eunice).

3) The Inspiration of Scripture (vv.16—17)
“All Scripture is God—-breathed (6edmvevotoc, theopneustos) and is
useful for teaching,rebuking,correcting and training in righteousness

(1) Origin: God-breathed, not of human origin
(2) Purpose:
@ Teaching (Doctrine)
@ Rebuking (Reproof)
® Correcting (Correction)
@ Training in Righteousness
(3) Result: Equips the man of God for every good work

3. Doctrinal Applications
1) Divine Authority of Scripture
(1) The Bible is inspired by God, not mere human ideas.

(2) Doctrine of inspiration, inerrancy, and sufficiency is foundational to
faith.

2) Scripture—Centered Christian Life
(1) In the midst of moral decline, only God's Word remains the true
standard.
(2) Faith and life must be anchored in Scripture above all philosophies
and traditions.

3) Spiritual Formation through the Word
(1) The Bible is a spiritual weapon, not just literature.
(2) It is essential in preaching, teaching, discipleship, and family
worship.

4. Conclusion
1) Scripture is the perfect Word of God, inspired by the Holy Spirit.
2) In these last days, we must return to the Word as our foundation.

3) Only through Scripture can the church be rightly built and believers
made complete.
