1. Course Overview

1) This lecture explores how God’s redemptive work is fulfilled through
the coming of Jesus Christ—the promised Messiah foretold in the Old
Testament.

2) From his incarnation to his death, resurrection, ascension, and second
coming, Jesus is the climax of redemptive history and the central
figure of the entire Bible.

2. Key Themes

1) Incarnation: God became man (John 1:14)
(1) The beginning of God's redemptive plan
(2) Jesus is fully God and fully man

2) Crucifixion and Atonement (Romans 3:24-26)
(1) The sacrificial atonement for sinners

(2) Where God's justice and love meet

3) Resurrection: Victory of life (1 Corinthians 15)
(1) Triumph over death
(2) The guarantee of believers' resurrection

4) Ascension and Intercession (Hebrews 7:25)
(1) Interceding at the right hand of God
(2) His ongoing ministry for the Church

5) Second Coming and Final Consummation (Revelation 21-22)




(1) The coming of the new heaven and new earth
(2) The complete fulfilment of all redemptive work

3. Theological Significance
1) Fulfillment of the Covenants: Abrahamic, Davidic, and New Covenant
2) Second Adam: A contrast to the failure of the first Adam

3) Fulfilment of the Threefold Office: Prophet, Priest, and King

4) Reign of the Kingdom of God: Already inaugurated, yet not fully
consummated

4. Conclusion and Application
1) Jesus Christ is the center of biblical theologyand the center of history
and salvation.
2) Our faith and life must be focused on him, and we must live in hope
of his return.
3) The fulfilment of redemption points beyond personal salvation to
cosmic restoration.
