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Week 12 The Theology of Acts
1. Course Overview

1) The Book of Acts records the events following Jesus Christ’s ascension:
the coming of the Holy Spirit, the growth of the early church, and the
expansion of the gospel from Jerusalem to Rome.

2) This course examines the theological themesembedded in these narratives
to understand how Luke presents the ongoing redemptive work of
God.

2. Key Theological Themes

1) The Work of the Holy Spirit
(1) The church was born through the coming of the Holy Spirit at
Pentecost (Acts 2).
(2) The Spirit empowers missions, guides gospel proclamation, and
leads the life of the Christian community.

2) The Lordship of Jesus Christ

(1) The risen and ascended Jesus is proclaimed as both Lord and



Messiah (Acts 2:36).
(2) He remains active as the head of the church.

3) God’s Redemptive History
(1) Acts continues the redemptive story, showing that Jesus' ministry
is carried on through the apostles.
(2) God's plan of salvation is extended to both Jews and Gentiles.

4) The Nature and Mission of the Church
(1) The church is a Spirit—filed community, unified in purpose and
devoted to gospel mission.
(2) It remains faithful in prayer, teaching, fellowship, and the breaking
of bread (Acts 2:42).

5) The Geographical and Cultural Expansion of the Gospel
(1) The structure of Acts follows Acts 1:8: Jerusalem — Judea and
Samaria — the ends of the earth.
(2) Through Paul’s missionary journeys, the gospel reaches the Gentile
world.

6) God’s Sovereignty and Providence
(1) Despite persecution, imprisonment, and hardship, God's purpose
moves forward.
(2) The gospel spreads according to God’s sovereign guidance, not
human planning.

3. The Theological Message of Acts

1) The gospel of Jesus Christ continues without interruption.

2) The Holy Spirit is central to the advancement of this mission.

3) The church, as the body of Christ, is the instrument of gospel
proclamation.

4) God's plan of salvation is open to all nations.

1) Acts is not merely a historical record but a theological narrativethat
reveals how God's redemptive work unfolds in real history.

2) Through this book, we are reminded of the identity and mission of the
church empowered by the Spirit.
