Criteria Description

Content Accuracy Faithfulness to course concepts and theological integrity.

Clarity & Structure Clear organization, logical flow, and effective use of time.
Criginality Creative insight, critical thinking, and personal theological reflection.

Delivery Presentation style, communication skills, and audience engagement.
Responsiveness Ability to answer questions clearly and reflectively.
