1. Introduction
1) The Need for Biblical Theology:
Theology is the academic discipline that seeks to understand God'’s
Word systematically.

Biblical theology aims to interpret and understand Scripture within the
historical and progressive flow of God's revelation.

2. Definition of Biblical Theology
1) Biblical Theologyis the study of God's revelation as it unfolds in the
narrative of Scripture, according to the historical context and literary
setting of each biblical book.

2) Unlike Systematic Theology, it emphasizes the historical, literary, and
redemptive—historical contextof each passage.

3. Purpose of Biblical Theology
1) To reveal the unity of the entire Bible through the lens of redemptive
history
2) To analyze the theology of each biblical author within the flow of the
text
3) To understand and interpret the message of Scripture according to its
original context

4. Characteristics of Biblical Theology
1) Historical Nature: Revelation progresses through real history
2) Redemptive—Historical Focus: A salvation drama from Adam to Christ
to the Church
3) Text—Centered: Understanding God through the lens of the biblical text
4) Chronological Approach: Traces theological development from Genesis
to Revelation

5. Differences Between Biblical and Systematic Theology

Category Biblical Theology Systematic Theology

Focus Historical context of biblical texts Thematic classification of doctrine
Method Historical and contextual approach Logical and systematic approach
Purpose Understanding the flow and development of revelation  Establishing a theological framework
