Week 2: Exegesis of Romans 1:1—-17

Text: Romans 1:1-17
Paul's Greeting (1:1-7), Thanksgiving and Prayer (1:8-15), Central
Declaration of the Gospel (1:16-17)

1. Introduction: The Opening of Romans and Its Theological Center
1) Romans is Paul’'s most systematic and comprehensive exposition of
the gospel.

2) Romans 1:1-17 introduces the central themes of the entire epistle.
3) “The righteous shall live by faith” (1:17) is the thesis statement of
Romans and a key verse of the Protestant Reformation.

2. Verse—by-Verse Exegesis

1:1 — Paul’s Self-Introduction
(1) “A servant of Christ Jesus” (8o%Ao¢ 'Incod XpLoTod):
Not a Hellenistic slave, but in the prophetic sense as seen in the
Old Testament.

(2) “Called to be an apostle”:
Apostleship is based not on merit but on divine calling.



(3) “Set apart for the gospel of God”:
His entire identity is centered on the gospel mission.

1:2-4 — The Content of the Gospel
(1) “Which he promised before hand through his prophets in the Holy
Scriptures”: Shows continuity with the Old Testament.
(2) Stresses both Jesus’ humanity and divinity:
(3) “Descended from David according to the flesh”
(4) “Declared to be the Son of God in power... by his resurrection
from the dead”

1:5-6 — Apostolic Mission and Obedience of the Gentiles
(1) “Through whom we have received grace and apostleship...”
Paul's ministry is a gift of grace, not personal merit.
(2) “To bring about the obedience of faith for the sake of his name
among all the nations”
“Obedience of faith” (dmakonv mlotewg): Faith entails not just
belief, but full life obedience.

(3) The aim of Paul’s apostleship is gospel—driven obedience among
the Gentiles.

1:7 — Greeting to the Recipients

(1) “To all those in Rome who are loved by God and called to be
saints”

Believers are defined as beloved and holy ones.

(2) “Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord
Jesus Christ”
A fusion of Greek and Hebrew greetings: Grace (charis) and
Peace (shalom), emphasizing unity in Christ.

3. Thanksgiving and Apostolic Desire (1:8-15)
1:8-10 — Paul’s Thanksgiving and Prayer
(1) “Your faith is proclaimed in all the world”
The Roman church already has a well-known reputation.




(2) “Without ceasing | mention you always in my prayers...”
Paul shows deep apostolic concern and pastoral care.

1:11-13 — Paul’s Longing to Visit Rome

(1) “I long to see you, that | may impart to you some spiritual gift to
strengthen you”

Paul desires to build up the church through mutual edification.

(2) “In order that | may reap some harvest among you...”
He expects fruit of faith and obedience even in Rome.

1:14-15 — Sense of Indebtedness to the Gentiles

(1) “I am under obligation both to Greeks and to barbarians, both to
the wise and to the foolish”

Paul feels indebted to all humanity for the gospel’s sake.

(2) “So | am eager to preach the gospel to you also who are in
Rome”

4. Theme of the Epistle (1:16-17)

The Power and Righteousness of the Gospel

1) 1:16
(1) “For | am not ashamed of the gospel--”
(2) The gospel is “the power of God for salvation”
(3) “To the Jew first and also to the Greek”

Shows the historical priority and universal scope of salvation.

2) 1:17

(1) “For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith for fait
h...”

(2) “Righteousness of God” (StkaLoolvn ©€0d): Not just God's
character, but His saving action to make believers righteous.
(3) “The righteous shall live by faith” (Habakkuk 2:4)
The theological axis of the epistle; life through faith, not works.

5. Theological Themes and Application
1) Key Theological Themes




1) Apostleship is a calling grounded in grace and gospel mission
2) The gospel is God’s power to save all who believe
3) God's righteousness is revealed not through law, but through faith

4) The gospel demands not passive assent but “obedience of faith”
