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Week 3: Methodology of Biblical Theology

. Lecture Overview

1) Biblical theology is not merely a summary of the Bible, but a discipline
that explores how God's revelation unfolds progressively and gains
meaning within the unified plan of God.

2) This lecture examines key methodologies used in the study of biblical
theology.

. Key Elements of Biblical Theology Methodology

1) Historical-Revelational Method
(1) Emphasizes that God's revelation was progressively disclosed
through time and history
(2) Begins in Genesis and finds fulfillment in Christ
(3) Event—centered approach: focuses on redemptive events such as
the Exodus, the Cross, and the Resurrection

2) Continuity and Discontinuity
(1) Analyzes both connections and distinctions between the Old and
New Testaments
(2) Integrates themes such as covenant, salvation, law, and grace

3) Thematic Method
(1) Traces central themes that span the entire Bible




(2) Examples: Kingdom of God, covenant, temple, Holy Spirit, etc.

4) Progressive Revelation

(1) God's will becomes increasingly clear over time
(2) Begins with implicit revelation and moves toward explicit and
complete revelation

5) Canonical Method
(1) Interprets the Bible as a canon (a recognized collection by the
faith community)
(2) Develops theology within the structure of the whole biblical canon
Literary—Theological Integration
(3) Integrates the literary forms and theological meanings of the
biblical texts

(4) Uses elements such as genre, narrative structure, and repeated
expressions

1) These methodologies help deepen our understanding of Scripture and
cultivate an integrated view of God’s redemptive history.
2) They can be practically applied in ministry, preaching, and biblical
education.
