Text: Galatians 2:15-21
Topic: Justified by Faith

1. Introduction

1) Paul reaffirms the essence of the gospel in a debate with Jewish
Christians.
2) Law vs. Faith: What is the true basis of salvation?



3) This passage is one of the clearest expressions of Paul’s doctrine of
Justification by Faith.

2. Exegesis
1) Galatians 2:15-16

“We who are Jews by nature and not sinners from among the Gentiles

”
.

(1) Even the privilege of being Jewish cannot be the basis for justification.
(2) A person is not justified by works of the Law but through faith in
Jesus Christ.

Key Doctrine: Sola Fide (Faith Alone)
(1) The Law reveals sin but cannot save.

(2) Faith depends entirely on God’s grace, not human merit.

2) Galatians 2:17-18
“But if, while seeking to be justified in Christ, we ourselves also have
been found sinners---”
(1) Paul refutes an objection: “Is Christ then a minister of sin?” —
Certainly not!
(2) Returning to the Law after believing in Christ nullifies the gospel.

3) Galatians 2:19-20
“For through the Law | died to the Law so that | might live for God:--”
(1) Paul died to the Law through the Law and now lives to God.
(2) “I have been crucified with Christ---":This refers to union with Christ.
“It is no longer | who live, but Christ lives in me--”
Central Truth: The believer’s identity is in Christ.

4) Galatians 2:21
“| do not nullify the grace of God--”
(1) If righteousness comes through the Law, then Christ died in vain.
(2) The gospel is grounded in grace, and that grace flows from the
Cross.




3. Doctrinal Insights

Theme Content

Justification by Faith Humans are justified not by works, but by faith alone
Limitation of the Law The Law exposes sin but cannot grant salvation
Union with Christ Believers die and rise with Christ

Grace—Centered Gospel Salvation is fully by God’s grace and excludes boasting

4. Application

1) Even today, we are tempted to earn God’s favor through works.
2) But we must stand solely by faith at the foot of the cross.
3) The gospel not only forgives sin but gives us a new purpose for living.
