Week 4. Genesis and the Theology of Beginnings

1. Course Overview

1) This lecture explores foundational theological themes in Genesis, including
God’s creation, the fall of humanity, and the beginning of His
redemptive plan.

2) Genesis contains the roots of all major theological concepts and
provides the interpretive foundation for the rest of Scripture.

Key Themes

1) God’s Creation
(1) Genesis 1-2 shows that God created the world with order and

purpose.
(2) Creation reveals God’s sovereignty and goodness.

2) Human |dentity and Vocation
Humanity was created in the image of God (Imago Dei) and entrusted

with the responsibility to govern and care for creation as His representatives.

3) The Fall and the Origin of Sin
(1) Genesis 3 recounts humanity’s disobedience, which brought sin

into the world and broke the relationship between God and humanity.
(2) The consequences of sin include suffering, death, and division.

4) The Promise of Redemption
(1) After the fall, God graciously sought Adam and Eve and gave the
promise of redemption through the seed of the woman (Genesis
3:15).
(2) This promise is ultimately fulfilled in Jesus Christ, the Messiah.

5) The Beginning of the Covenant
(1) God’s covenant with Abraham (Genesis 12) becomes the central f




ramework of His redemptive mission.

(2) This covenant includes themes of faith, promise, blessing, nationhood,
and land.

3. Application
1) The message of Genesis has a profound impact on our identity and
mission today.
2) A proper understanding of God’s created order, humanity’s fall, and
God’s redemptive promise is essential for forming a biblically faithful
life and worldview.
