2 Corinthians 5:17-21:

1. Introduction

1) Paul highlights the essence of the gospel: Reconciliation.

2) Reconciliation is not mere emotional forgiveness but the restoration of
a broken relationship with God.

3) Those in Christ become new creations and are entrusted with the
ministry of reconciliation.

2. Exposition
1) Verse 17 — A New Creation




“Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation...”

(1) A total transformation of identity.

(2) From sin to sonship, from self-centeredness to Christ—centered
life.

2) Verse 18 — Reconciliation Initiated by God
“All this is from God...”
(1) God is the initiator of reconciliation, not man.

(2) Through Christ, God reconciled us and entrusted us with the

message.

3) Verse 19 — The Heart of the Gospel
“God was reconciling the world to Himself in Christ...”

(1) The cross is the means of reconciliation.
(2) We are entrusted to spread this message to the world.

4) Verse 20 — Ambassadors for Christ
“We are therefore Christ's ambassadors...”

(1) A missionary is not a mere preacher, but God’s official ambassador.
(2) We implore on behalf of Christ: Be reconciled to God!

5) Verse 21 — The Great Exchange
“God made him who had no sin to be sin for us...”
(1) The heart of the gospel: Christ’s righteousness for our sin.
(2) Not just forgiveness, but full justification.

1) Reconciliationis central to salvation theology.

4) The Church is called to proclaim this messageto the world.

Through atonement, sin is resolved.
