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Week 6 Exodus—Deuteronomy: Law and Covenant

1. Course Overview
1) The books from Exodus to Deuteronomy trace the journey of lIsrael
from slavery in Egypt to being established as the covenant people of
God.
2) The central themes in this section are "Law" and "Covenant." God's
covenant with Israel defined their identity, and the Law provided the

instructions for living as His holy people.

2. Main Themes
1) Exodus and Redemption (Exodus 1-15)
(1) God delivers Israel from Egyptian bondage, demonstrating His
covenant faithfulness and power.

(2) The Passover, marked by the lamb's blood, symbolizes redemption.

2) Sinai Covenant and Giving of the Law (Exodus 19-24)




(1) At Mount Sinai, Israel is called to be God’s people, and a
covenant is established.

(2) The Ten Commandments and various laws define moral, social,
and religious life.

3) Tabernacle and Divine Presence (Exodus 25-40)
The tabernacle symbolizes God's desire to dwell among His people.

4) Leviticus: Call to Holiness
(1) God is holy, and His people must live in holiness.
(2) Sacrifices, purity laws, and the Day of Atonement provide means
of maintaining relationship with God.

5) Numbers: Testing and Guidance in the Wilderness

(1) Israel’s journey shows the tension between obedience and rebellion.
(2) God’s patience and faithfulness are repeatedly revealed.

6) Deuteronomy: Covenant Renewal and Preparation for the Promised Land

(1) Moses reiterates the Law to a new generation and declares blessings
and curses of the covenant.

(2) Obedience leads to life and prosperity; disobedience leads to
destruction.

3. Theological Significance
1) Covenant as a Framework of Relationship:

The covenant is not a mere contract but a personal, faithful bond
between God and His people.

2) Law as a Response to Grace:
The Law is not a condition for salvation but a guide for those already
redeemed to live in obedience to God.

3) Connection to Jesus Christ:
In the New Testament, Jesus is seen as the fulfillment of the Law and
the Mediator of a new covenant.
