Philippians 2: The Humility of Christ

1. Introduction

1) Overview: Philippians 2 presents Christ’s humility and exaltation as the
supreme example for Christian unity and obedience.

2) Key Verse: “Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus”
(2:5)

2. Exposition
1) Call to Unity and Humility (2:1-4)
(1) Motivation: Encouragement in Christ, comfort from love, fellowship
of the Spirit
(2) Paul’s Plea: Be like—minded, having the same love, being one in

spirit and purpose
(3) Practical Humility: Do nothing out of selfish ambition, but consider
others better than yourselves
2) Christ’s Humility (2:5-8)
(1) Mind of Christ: Though being in very nature God, did not consider
equality with God something to be grasped
(2) Kenosis: Emptied Himself, taking the form of a servant, being
made in human likeness
(3) Obedience unto Death: Even death on a cross

3) Exaltation by God (2:9-11)
(1) Divine Response: God highly exalted Him and gave Him the name




above every name

(2) Universal Submission: Every knee shall bow and every tongue
confess that Jesus Christ is Lord

(3) Glory of God: Ultimate goal is the glory of the Father

3. Theological Themes
1) Kenosis: Theology of self-emptying
(1) Christ’s Nature and Work: Unity of divinity and humanity, model of
obedience
(2) Ethics of Humility: Foundation for Christian communal life
(3) Path to Glory: Humility leads to true exaltation

4. Application
1) Personal: Living a life of service by letting go of self-importance
2) Communal: Cultivating a church free from strife and conceit
3) Imitating Christ: The way of humility is the path to glory

5. Conclusion
1) Paul presents Christ’s humility not merely as a moral example but as
central to the gospel.
2) True humility means following the path of Christ’s incarnation, obedience,

and exaltation.
