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Week 8 Theology of the Prophetic Books

1. Course Overview

1) The Prophetic Books were written to proclaim God’s will and purposes
in the midst of Israel’s history.

2) They convey messages of judgment and restoration, messianic hope,
and visions of God's kingdom.

3) This session explores the central theological themes of the Prophets
and how they connect Old Testament theology with its fulfillment in
the New Testament.

Identity and Mission of the Prophets

3.

1) Prophets were spokes persons for God.
2) They proclaimed God's covenant and justice in historical contexts.
3) They warned of Israel’s disobedience and called for repentance.

Major Theological Themes

1) Judgment and Restoration

(1) God’s righteous judgment on sin
(2) Promised restoration and grace for those who repent

2) Renewal of the Covenant
(1) Breaking of the old (Mosaic) covenant and promise of a new one
(e.g., Jeremiah 31)
(2) Emphasis on internalized law and inward obedience

3) Messianic Prophecies
(1) The righteous king from David’s line (Isaiah 9, 11)
(2) The suffering servant and Redeemer (lsaiah 53)

4) God’s Kingdom and Eschatology
(1) Future restoration of God's reign
(2) Salvation of the nations and vision of the new heavens and new
earth




4. The Theological Role of the Prophets
1) The Prophets continue and expand the theology of the Law and

Historical Books.

2) They are fulfilled in the New Testament (in Christ and the Kingdom of
God).

3) They continue to challenge and inspire believers today.
