(3) Love:

Loving God and loving others are the greatest commandments
(Matthew 22:37-39).

(4) Resurrection and Eternal Life:

Believers are promised eternal life through Jesus' resurrection
(John 3:16).

The ultimate authority and guide for faith and life.

2) Buddhism's Key Teachings
(1) The Four Noble Truths:

Dukkha:
Life is full of suffering.



Samudaya:

Nirodha:

Magga:
The Eightfold Path leads to enlightenment and liberation.

(2) The Eightfold Path:
The right way of living, consisting of Right View, Right Thought,
Right Speech, Right Action, Right Livelihood, Right Effort, Right
Mindfulness, and Right Concentration.

Reincarnation and Karma:
A person’s actions (karma) determine their future rebirths.

Nirvana:
The ultimate goal of Buddhism—liberation from the cycle of rebirth
and suffering.

3. Similarities and Differences
1) Similarities
(1) Both address human suffering and the meaning of life.

(2) Both emphasize love and compassion.
(3) Both provide ethical guidelines for living a righteous life.

2) Differences
(1) Concept of God:
(2) Christianity believes in a personal, omnipotent God, while
(38) Buddhism does not.

* Path to Salvation:
Christianity emphasizes faith in Christ, whereas Buddhis emphasizes
self discipline and meditation.
