Also teaches that God was once a
human and that humans can become gods.
4. Human Nature and Salvation
1) Christianity:
Humans are sinners by nature and can only be saved by faith in
Jesus Christ alone(by grace, through faith).
2) Mormonism:
Good works and obedience to Mormon laws are essential for
salvation. Also, humans have the potential to become divine (the
doctrine of theosis).
5. Heaven and the Afterlife

1) Christianity:
Believes in heaven(eternal life with God) and hell(eternal separation
from God).

2) Mormonism:
Teaches that there are three levels of heaven(Celestial Kingdom,
Terrestrial Kingdom, Telestial Kingdom), and only those in the highest
kingdom will be with God.

6. Temple and Religious Practices

1) Christianity:
The church practices baptism and communion (Lord’s Supper).




2) Mormonism:

Special temple ritualssuch as baptism for the dead, sealing of families
for eternity, and secret handshakes.

. Second Coming of Jesus Christ

1) Christianity:
Believes that Jesus will return to judge the world.

2) Mormonism:

Believes in the Second Coming, but emphasizes the role of their
church and its revelations in this event.

. Key Doctrinal Differences

1) Christianity does not recognize Mormonism as part of traditional
Christianity because of differences in scripture, view of God, and
salvation.

2) Mormonism claims to be the restored version of Christianity, but
mainstream Christians consider it a separate religion.

3) The rejection of the Trinity, additional scriptures, and the belief in
human deification are major theological differences.

Conclusion
