Founders and History

1) Christianity:

Jesus was a perfect Messiah, but His crucifixion prevented Him from
establishing the Kingdom of Heaven on Earth. Moon is believed to
have taken over this mission.

4. Salvation
1) Christianity:
Salvation is by grace through faith in Jesus Christ (Ephesians 2:8-9).
2) Unification Church:
Salvation requires following Moon’s teachings and participating in
Unification Church marriage ceremonies ("Blessing" marriages) to
purify the fallen lineage.
5. Marriage and Family

1) Christianity:
Marriage is a sacred institution established by God but not a requirement for
salvation.

2) Unification Church:
"Blessing" marriage is central, and couples must participate in ceremonies




officiated by Moon to receive spiritual purification.

6. Scripture and Additional Revelations
1) Christianity:
The Bible (Old and New Testament) is the only authoritative word of
God.
2) Unification Church:
While accepting parts of the Bible, they regard The Divine Principleas
their primary scripture, believing it offers a more complete revelation.

7. Second Coming and the End Times

1) Christianity:
Jesus will return for final judgment and to establish God's eternal
kingdom.

2) Unification Church:
Claims that Jesus' Second Coming has already occurred through Sun
Myung Moon, and the new world will be established through the
"Blessing" ceremony rather than divine judgment.

While Christianity and the Unification Church may seem similar on the
surface, their core doctrines are fundamentally different.

The Unification Church distorts key biblical teachings, particularly regarding
Jesus’ divinity, His mission, and salvation.

From a Christian perspective, the Unification Church is considered heretical
because it denies the sufficiency of Jesus’ work on the cross and elevates

Sun Myung Moon to a messianic status.

In contrast, the Unification Church claims to be the fulfilment of Christianity



but lacks strong biblical foundations and relies heavily on Moon’s personal
interpretations.

Understanding these distinctions helps Christians remain faithful to biblical
truth while discerning the errors in the Unification Church’s teachings.
