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3. Christianity and Hinduism

Christianity and Hinduism are two religions with fundamentally different belief
systems and worldviews.

actions should be in harmony.

2) Hinduism: Dharma (duty) and karma (actions and consequences) are
key concepts. People are expected to fulfill their roles
according to the caste system.

5. Worship and Religious Practices
1) Christianity: Worship in churches includes praise, prayer, sermons,
baptism, and communion.

2) Hinduism: Worship in temples involves offerings to deities, meditation,
yoga, and personal devotion.

6. Human Nature
1) Christianity: Humans are separated from God due to original sin and

need salvation through Jesus Christ.

2) Hinduism: The individual soul (Atman) seeks union with Brahman
(ultimate reality).

7. Differences and Similarities
1) Similarities
« Emphasis on the importance of the soul and inner spirituality
* Focus on restoring a connection with the divine
* Encouragement of moral and virtuous living

e Christianity believes in one God, while Hinduism embraces multiple

deities and different philosophical views of divinity

e Christianity emphasizes one—time salvation through grace, while

Hinduism teaches reincarnation and karma—-based liberation

e Christianity believes in heaven and hell, whereas Hinduism aims for

Moksha (freedom from the cycle of rebirth)
