From the perspective of the "Orthodox Pauline Theological School," the
following major issues emerge when examining the World Council of
Churches (WCC) from theological and evangelical standards.

Here, we will evaluate it based on Paul's orthodox gospel and theology
centered on the new covenant.

1. WCC (MAHIm3I823s]) M
Founded: 1948, Amsterdam, Netherlands

Purpose: To promote unity and cooperation among Christian churches
worldwide

Members: About 350 denominations(Protestant, Orthodox; Roman Catholic
is not a full member)

Key Activities: Ecumenical movement, social justice, peace efforts,environmental
concerns, interfaith dialogue

2. Pauline Theological Assessment
1) Distortion of the True Gospel
(1) Pauline Standard:
(D The centrality of the cross and resurrection of Jesus Christ
®@ Justification by faith alone
(® Salvation by grace, not works
@ Jesus as the only mediator

(2) WCC Evaluation:
(D Tendency to accept religious pluralism through interfaith dialogue
@ Does not clearly affirm Jesus as the only way to salvation

(® Contains elements of syncretism, deviating from the pure Pauline
Gospel




3. Authority of Scripture

1) Pauline Standard:
(1) The Bible is the inspired Word of God (2 Timothy 3:16)
(2) Scripture is the ultimate standard for truth

2) WCC Evaluation:
(1) Prioritizes social and political agendas over biblical teaching
(2) Sometimes interprets Scripture through the lens of human experience
and cultural trends
(3) iminishes the absolute authority of Scripture

4. Holy Living and Separation
1) Pauline Standard:
(1) A community set apart from the world (2 Corinthians 6:14-18)
(2) A life worthy of the Gospel
2) WCC Evaluation:
(1) Promotes unity with the world at the cost of holiness
(2) Ambiguity or compromise on issues like homosexuality, abortion,
and gender ideology
(3) ilutes the distinctiveness of the church as described by Paul
5. Religious Pluralism

1) Pauline Gospel:
(1) “There is no other gospel” (Galatians 1:6-9)
(2) Salvation is found only in Christ

2) WCC Tendency:

(1) Engages in dialogue that implies salvific value in other religions
(e.g., Islam, Buddhism)

(2) Theological inclusivism and universalism

(3) irectly contradicts the exclusive Gospel of Paul

7. Strategic Response of the Pauline Seminary

1) Emphasize theological discernment regarding ecumenical movements
like the WCC

2) Support unity based solely on the pure Gospel, not on institutional
compromise

3) Upholdnon—negotiable biblical truthamid cultural and religious pressures

4) Assert thecritical need for seminariesthat preserve the authentic Pauline
Gospel in a globalized church context
