Definitions of Christianity and Humanism

Christianity

Christianity is a faith system centered on Jesus Christ as the Savior
and acknowledges the Bible as divine revelation.
The purpose of human existence is to glorify God and follow His will.

Humans were created in the image of God (Imago Dei) but fell into
sin, and salvation is possible only through Jesus Christ.

Humanism

Humanism emphasizes human dignity, reason, and freedom. It exists
in various forms, primarily divided into Renaissance humanism and
secular humanism.
(1) Renaissance humanism
valued learning, arts, and reason while not necessarily rejecting
faith.

(2) Secular humanism
argues that humans should create their own moral framework
without the need for a divine being.




2. Key Differences Between Christianity and Humanism

Humanism
Category Christianity
Ultimate Reality God exists; humans are His creation Humans are the central focus; no need for a transcendent being
Human Nature Created in God's image but fallen into sin Humans are inherently valuable and capable of self-improvement
Salvation Redemption through Jesus Christ Self-improvement and societal progress
Moral Standard Based on the Bible and divine revelation Based on human reason and experience
Purpose of History Fulfillment of God's will Human advancement and expansion of freedom

Christianity teaches that humans are sinful and in need of redemption, while
humanism places trust in human potential and self—sufficiency.

3. Historical Interaction Between Christianity and Humanism
1) The Renaissance
(1) Renaissance humanism encouraged biblical studies, promoting
deeper engagement with the original texts (e.g., Erasmus).

(2) However, its emphasis on human—-centered thinking also contributed
to the Protestant Reformation and secular thought.

2) The Enlightenment

(1) The rise of science and philosophy highlighted human reason and
freedom, challenging Christian authority.

(2) Thinkers like Descartes, Kant, and Voltaire sought truth through
reason rather than faith.

3) Modern Secular Humanism

(1) In the 20th century, humanism evolved into a more secular form,
excluding religion from ethical and philosophical discussions.

(2) The Humanist Manifesto(1933, 1973, 2003) laid the foundation for
contemporary secular humanist thought.

4. Can Christianity and Humanism Be Reconciled?

Although Christianity and humanism differ fundamentally, there are areas
where they can coexist.

1) Christian Humanism
(1) Both emphasize human dignity and worth.
(2) Christianity, through Imago Dei, upholds the value of human
beings as created in God's image.




2) Humanistic Christianity
(1) Some Christians embrace humanism’s rationality and intellectual
exploration.

(2) However, when human—-centered thinking becomes absolute, it can
conflict with Christian beliefs.

5. Conclusion: Balancing Theocentrism and Humanism
1) Christianity values humanity but places God at the center, where as
humanism prioritizes humans and often excludes the divine.

2) From a Christian perspective, a purely humanistic worldview overlooks
human fallenness. The ideal approach is to uphold human dignity
while keeping God's will at the core.

3) The best path forward is a balanced perspective—one that integrates
Theocentrism(God—-centeredness) with a Christian appreciation of
human dignity.
