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8. Christianity and the Primitive Gospel Preached by Paul

Within the broad framework of Christianity, the Primitive Gospel preached by
Paul contains the essential and fundamental message of the gospel.

[t is more than theological doctrine—it is a declaration of life under the New

Covenant given to humanity through God's redemptive history.

Christianity is the faith in Jesus Christ as the Son of God and the Savior of
the world.

1. Its central message includes:

1) God is the Creator, and human beings were made in His image.



2) Humanity became separated from God because of sin.

3) God opened the way of salvation through Jesus Christ.

4) Through the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, salvation and
eternal life are given.

5) Those who accept this gospel by faith become children of God.

2. What is the “Original Gospel” Preached by Paul?
The term “original gospel’refers to the pure and unaltered gospel— the
core message of salvation without additions or distortions.

The Apostle Paul faithfully preached Jesus Christ crucified and risen,
without mixing in legalism, traditions, or human philosophy.

1) Summary: Paul’s Gospel

(1) The gospel is the power of God

“The gospel is the power of God for salvation to everyone who
believes.” (Romans 1:16)

(2) All have sinned
“There is none righteous, not even one.” (Romans 3:10)

(3) We are justified through the righteousness of Christ
“He was delivered over to death for our sins and was raised to
life for our justification.” (Romans 4:25)

(4) We are saved by grace through faith, not by works

“For by grace you have been saved through faith—and this is not
from yourselves, it is the gift of God.” (Ephesians 2:8)

(5) The law cannot save — only Christ can
“A person is not justified by works of the law but through faith in
Jesus Christ.” (Galatians 2:16)

3. Paul’'s Gospel and Today’s Christianity
1) Paul declared boldly:
“If anyone preaches another gospel than the one we preached to
you, let him be accursed.”(Galatians 1:8)

That means: Adding anything to the gospel of Christ’'s cross and



resurrection makes it no gospel at all.

2) A Reflection for Today:

(1) Have we fallen back into a legalistic faith that robs us of the
freedom of the gospel?

(2) Are church traditions, denominations, or human custom shiding the
true gospel?

(3) Has our trust in the sufficiency of the cross and resurrection of
Christgrown weak?

5. Conclusion: Paul’s Original Gospel Is Still True Today
1) Jesus Christ alone is the only way of salvation.

2) His death and resurrection are the heart of the gospel.
3) No works of the law can contribute to our salvation.

4) We are saved by grace alone, through faith alone, according to the
original gospel Paul preached.
