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11. Law and Gospel(The Gospel Believe Abraham)

1. Salvation Before the Law: The Case of Abraham
1) According to Paul, salvation has always been by faith. The Law was
given to Moses much later, and Abraham was justified without it (Gal.
3:17; Rom. 4:2-3).

2) Abraham’s righteousness came not through works but through
believing the promise—namely, the Gospel.

2. The Gospel Abraham Believed
1) Paul defines the Gospel as “Christ’s death and resurrection”(1Cor.15:1-4).
2) Abraham believed the same message:

3) Isaac’s supernatural birth — a type of Christ’s virgin birth

4) Isaac’s near—sacrifice — a shadow of Christ’s atoning death Isaac’s
figurative resurrection — a type of Christ’s resurrection

3. The Nature of Justification: By Faith Alone
1) In Romans 4, Paul presents Abraham as the model of justification by
faith.
2) This illustrates that righteousness comes by believing the Gospel, not
by observing the Law.

4. The Supernatural Nature of the Gospel
1) The Gospel transcends human reason: virgin birth, crucifixion,
2 resurrection, and ascension—all are divine acts.




3) Abraham’s faith was total trust in God’s Word, even when it defied
logic. His faith was supra-rational, not irrational.

5. The Salvation of the Gentiles: Abraham as the Prototype
1) Abraham, justified without the Law, is the prototype for Gentile
believers.
2) In Galatians 3, Paul proclaims that Gentiles who believe are
Abraham’s offspring and heirs of the promise.

6. Conclusion

1) Salvation comes by faith alone—this was true for Abraham and
remains true today.

2) Pauline theology affirms that “faith in the Gospel apart from the Law”
is the only way to justification and salvation.
