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13. The Law and the Gospel (Jesus Who Opens

the Eyes of the Blind)
(John 9:1-3, 39-41)

1. The Law causes spiritual blindness.
1) Though the Law is holy, it exposes human sin and condemns, rather
than saving. (Rom 3:20; 5:20)

2) It disables the spiritual senses—sight, hearing, taste, smell, and touch
so that man cannot perceive God.

2. The Gospel opens the eyes of the blind.
1) Jesus Christ, the very essence of the Gospel, revives the dead spirit
and opens spiritual eyes.

(2 Cor 4:6) —“For God, who said, ‘Let light shine out of darkness,’
made his light shine in our hearts to give us the light
of the knowledge of God’s glory displayed in the face
of Christ.”

2) All humanity is born spiritually blind due to Adam’s sin.

(John 9:1)—= The blind man was not blind because of personal sin,
but because through Adam, all were born blind. (Rom
5:12)

God allowed this to reveal His glory and grace.(John 9:3; Rom 11:32)

3) The purpose of the Gospel is to open spiritual eyes to see God.

Jesus is the “One sent”—the Siloam. When we are washed in Him
(believe), our eyes are opened.

We then begin to see God, see ourselves truly, see others in love,
and view the world with renewed understanding. (John 14:9)



4) Those under the Law without the Gospel are blind leaders of the
blind.
(Matt 15:14) -The Jewish leaders,caught in legalism, failed to recognize
the Truth—Jesus Christ. Paul describes this as having a
veil over their hearts. (2 Cor 3:14-16)

5) To see Jesus is to see God.
(John 14:7-10) —Paul affirms that Jesus is the very form and image of
God. (Phil 2:6; Col 1:15)

6) Those whose eyes are opened are called to open the eyes of others.
Paul, once spiritually blind, was transformed by Christ’'s grace and
commissioned to bring light to others. (Acts 9:1-22; Acts 26:18)
