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15. Law and Gospel (Love is the Answer)
Gal. 3:13, Rom. 6:14-15, Rom. 13:8-10, John 13:34-35, etc.

From Law to Grace, From Grace to Love

1) Paul presents the gospel not as an alternative to the Law, but as its
fulfilment(Rom. 13:10).

2) Those who are in Christ have been redeemed from the curse of the
Law(Gal. 3:13) and are no longer under the Law, but under grace
(Rom. 6:14).

3) Grace is not merely the forgiveness of sins, but a transformation that
leads to a life motivated by love.



2.

Love as the Law of Christ

1) The “new commandment” Jesus gave is “love one another”(John 13:34)
which fulfills the heart of the Law.

2) Paul calls this the Law of Christ(Gal. 6:2), a law not based on legal
codes, but on relationship and internal transformation.

3) Love is not imposed, but enabled by the Holy Spirit, making obedience
joyful and voluntary.

3. The Motivation for Obedience is Love, Not Fear
1) Under the Law, people obey out of fear of punishment.
2) Under grace,believers serve in gratitude for salvation,offering themselves
in love (Rom. 12:1).
3) True Christian life is not about preserving salvation through works, but
about responding to grace with love.
4. Love Surpasses the Law
1) Love is the fulfillment of the Law(Rom. 13:8-10); where love reigns,
the Law is no longer needed.
2) Laws are for those who lack love;the loving heart requires no coercion.
3) The Gospel transforms believers from servants under the Lawinto
children under grace, a familial relationship.
5. Christian Freedom is Governed by Love

1) Paul declares,“All things are permissible,but not all things are beneficial”
(1 Cor. 10:23).

2) Christian liberty must be exercised with concern for others, not for
selfish gain.

3) Freedom in Christ is not lawlessness, but is guided by the law of
love, which seeks the edification of others (Rom. 15:1-2).
