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16. Law and Gospel (The Judgment of Christ and

the Final Judgment)

1. Assurance of Salvation and Justification
1) Salvation is by God’s grace alone, not by the works of the Law
(Romans 3:28).
2) Once justified in Christ, there is no condemnation for the believer
(Romans 8:1).

3) The gospel proclaims "no condemnation forever" unless one falls into
apostasy.

2. The Gospel: Crucifixion and Resurrection
1) The Law serves as a tutor to lead us to Christ by revealing sin
(Galatians 3:24).
2) Christ's death was the payment for our sins; His resurrection was the
proof of our complete atonement (Romans 4:25).
3) His death was our death;His resurrection is our new life(Galatians 2:20)




3. Perfect Righteousness and Bold Assurance

1) The righteousness given in Christ is flawless, holy, and complete
(Ephesians 1:3-6).

2) We can confidently stand before God because our redemption is
“once for all” and eternal.

Preservation of Salvation and Daily Judgment

5.

1) The salvation received by grace is preserved by grace (Romans4:7-8).

2) Though believers may sin,they are not condemned;yet they are continually
judged and cleansed by the Word and Spirit (1 John 1:8-10).

3) God disciplines His children out of love,not to condemn(Hebrews 12:6)

Three Judgments in the Believer’'s Life

6.

1) Past Judgment (Finished on the Cross):
Jesus bore the judgment for sin once for all(John 5:24,Romans8:1-2).

2) Present Judgment (Sanctification and Discipline):
The Spirit convicts daily,and the Word cleanses as we confess(1
Corinthians 11:27-30).

3) Future Judgment (The Judgment Seat of Christ):
Believers will be judged for their works and rewarded accordingly (1
Corinthians 3:11-15).
It is not about losing salvation, but about rewards and crowns.

Distinction Between Two Judgments

7.

1) Judgment Seat of Christ(For believers only):
Occurs after the Rapture, for assessing the faithfulness of believers (2
Corinthians 5:10, Romans 14:10).

2) Great White Throne Judgment(For unbelievers only):
Final judgment for those without Christ; based on deeds and resulting

in eternal punishment (Revelation 20:11-15).

The Two Garments of the Bride

1) Salvation Garment: Received instantly upon believing in Christ.
2) Reward Garment: The righteous acts of the saints (Revelation 19:7-8).



3) God will ask how we used our time and gifts for Him (Philippians
2:12, Luke 12:47-48).

8. Conclusion
1) Salvation is by grace, maintained by grace, and ultimately displayed in
glory through rewards.
2) Paul did not fear losing salvation but feared losing his crown (1
Corinthians 9:24-27).
3) Therefore, every act of service matters. We must live each day with
reverent responsibility and joyful stewardship.
