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18. Law and Gospel (The Law of Sin and Death

VS.
The Law of the Spirit of Life (Romans 8:1—4)

. The Two Laws in Contrast:

1) The law of sin and death refers to the Mosaic Law, which exposes
sin, condemns humanity, and results in death (Gen 2:17; Rom 6:23).

2) This law became the basis by which Satan enslaved humanity, and no
one could overcome it.

3) The law of the Spirit of liferefers to the gospel, fulfilled in the death
and resurrection of Jesus Christ.

4) This supernatural law breaks the law of sin and death, sets believers
free, and makes them children of God.

. The Supernatural Nature of the Gospel

1) The gospel transcends natural law (the law of sin and death) with
divine power.

2) Jesus, as the sovereign over the law of the Spirit of life, conquered
death and rose again.

3) The gospel is an eternal law that surpasses time, space, and all
physical limitations.

. The Law in God's Redemptive Plan

1) God bound both Satan and humanity under the Law to ultimately
reveal His mercy through the Gospel (Rom 11:32).

2) The law given to Adam became the standard for judging Satan, while
also revealing mankind's need for grace.

3) Jesus fulfilled this law and freed us from its curse.

. Three Major Differences Between the Two Laws

1) In Form:
(1) The Law is a shadow and temporary; the Gospel is substance and



eternal (Col 2:17; Heb 10:1).

(2) The Law cannot justify, but the Gospel makes us righteous and
perfect (Rom 3:20).

2) In Demands:
(1) The Law demands works; the Gospel invites faith (John 3:16).
(2) The Law imposes heavy burdens and requires man's blood; the
Gospel removes burdens and offers Jesus' blood (Matt 11:28; 1
Pet 1:19).

3) In Rewards:
(1) The Law condemns and brings wrath and death; the Gospel
grants forgiveness, life, and inheritance (Rom 4:14; John 3:16).
(2) The Gospel leads us to God's perfection and eternal blessing.

Conclusion:

1) Being set free from the bondage of the Law through the Gospel is
the greatest blessing for humanity.

2) Understanding the clear distinction between Law and Gospel is
essential to living a true Christian life.

3) Are you still under the law of sin and death, or are you under the law
of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus?
