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19. The Law and Gospel(The Law and Jesus Christ)
The Relationship Between the Law and Jesus

1.



1) The Law was given through Moses to reveal God's righteous standard,
but due to sin, no one could fully keep it.

2) Jesus Christ fulfilled and revealed the purpose and limits of the Law,
showing that only in Him is true righteousness accomplished.

3) The Law makes us aware of sin (Rom 3:20) and leads us to Christ
(Gal 3:24), who is the end of the Law for righteousness (Rom 10:4).

2. Difference Between Jesus’ and Jewish View of the Law
1) The Jews pursued righteousness by keeping the Law, but failed and
rejected Christ (Rom 9:30-33).
2) Jesus revealed that the Law was given to expose sin and intensify its
demand by internalizing it (e.g., hatred = murder, lust = adultery).
3) While the Law is holy,its purpose is fulfilled only through faith in Christ,
who summarized the Law through the command to love (Rom13:9-10).

3. The Law Was the Instrument That Killed Jesus

1) The Law condemns all sinners and demands death as the payment
for sin (Rom 6:23).

2) Although Jesus was sinless, He was condemned by the Law and died
as a substitute for sinners (Matt 20:28).

3) It was not Pilate or Satan who ultimately killed Jesus, but the Law,
which demanded His death as He claimed to be the Son of God and
forgiver of sins.

4. The Death of Jesus and the Fulfillment of the Gospel

1) Jesus paid the penalty for humanity’s sin as a sinless man and
satisfied the Law’s demands (Heb 10:17-18).

2) His resurrection broke the power of death, the Law, and Satan.

3) Now, righteousness is given through faith in Christ(Rom1:17,Gal 3:11).

4) The Law continues to condemn unbelievers, but for believers, it is
rendered powerless, as the Holy Spirit enables us to live under the
new commandment of love.
