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2. Law and Gospel — Do Not Confuse Them
1. Mixing Law and Gospel is Poisonous:
1) Wrong doctrine poisons the soul. Mixing Law with Gospel produces a
deadly counterfeit gospel. (Galatians 1:6-9)
2) Example: Matthew 13:24-30 — The enemy sows tares (false doctrine)
among good seed.
2. The Law Still Has a Purpose:

1) The Law reveals sin but cannot save (Romans 3:20).
2) The Gospel sets free those condemned under the Law (John 6:63; 1
Peter 1:23).

Both Are God's Word, But With Different Functions:

1) Law condemns; Gospel brings life. (Romans 8:3-4)
2) No one is saved by the Law. Only through the Gospel of Jesus Christ
is salvation possible (Acts 4:12).

Legalistic vs. Gospel-driven Obedience:

1) Legalistic obedience is driven by fear and duty.
2) Gospel obedience flows from gratitude and inner transformation
(Romans 12:1-2).



5. Sources of Confusion:
1) Misunderstanding the temple (building vs. body).

6. Rome’s Distortion of the Gospel:
1) Catholicism teaches a works—based system (merit, penance) which
contradicts Paul’s Gospel.
2) The Pope presents himself as Christ’s visible head, blending truth and
falsehood to mislead (2 Thessalonians 2).

7. Correct Order of Gospel Proclamation:
1) First the Law(conviction of sin),then the Gospel(Mark1:15; Luke 24:47).
2) Reversing this leads to superficial conversions.

8. Good Works and Grace:
Works do not earn grace; grace produces works (Ephesians 2:8-10).

9. Gospel Is Only Sweet to the Hungry Soul:
The Gospel is for those who mourn their sin (Revelation 3:17-18).

10. Example of True Preaching:
Peter’'s sermon (Acts 2:36-41) indicted sin through the Law and then
offered the Gospel. 3,000 were saved by this Spirit—-led proclamation.
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2. Law and Gospel — Do Not Confuse Them

Law and Gospel Are Both God’s Word but Serve Different Functions

1.

1) The Law reveals sin but cannot justify (Romans 3:20).



2) The Gospel accomplishes what the Law could not—salvation through
Jesus Christ (Romans 8:3-4).

3) Paul declares that no one is justified by the works of the Law but
only by faith (Romans 3:28).

. The Law Is Diagnostic, Not Salvific

1) The Law acts as a mirror to reveal sin (Romans 7:7).
2) One must be diagnosed by the Law and then healed by the Gospel
(Galatians 3:24-25).

. Legalistic Faith vs. Gospel Faith

1) Legalistic works arise from fear and a desire to earn righteousness
(Romans 10:3).
2) Gospel obedience flows from gratitude for grace (Romans 12:1-2).

. Mixing Law with Gospel Is "Another Gospel"—A Cursed Error

1) Paul vehemently opposes any mingling of Law with Gospel (Galatians
1:6-9).
2) The Gospel is centered on grace, not human merit or works.

. Law Brings Condemnation; Gospel Brings Life

1) The Law places people under a curse (Galatians 3:10),
but the Gospel redeems and adopts them as sons (Galatians 4:4-7).
2) The Gospel is the power of God for salvation to all who believe
(Romans 1:16).

. Confusing Law and Gospel Leads to Misreading the Entire Bible

1) Without distinguishing Law and Gospel, Scripture seems contradictory.
2) Correct discernment reveals the sweetness and harmony of God’s
redemptive plan (2 Timothy 2:15).

. The Gospel Only Makes Sense to the Spiritually Broken

1) The Gospel is effective only for those who recognize their sin and
hunger for righteousness (Matthew 5:3; Revelation 3:17-18).

2) Paul emphasized repentance toward God and faith in Jesus Christ
(Acts 20:21).
