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20. Law and Gospel(Life Led by the Spirit Under Grace)

1. Believers Under the Law vs. Under Grace
1) No one can be justified under the law; it results in bondage to sin
and guilt (Rom 3:20).
2) Human nature is incapable of fulfilling the righteousness of the law.

3) True transformation cannot occur through effort but only through
grace and the Spirit (2 Cor 5:17).

4) Salvation is not merely forgiveness—it is the creation of a new heart
and new life.

Old Covenant vs. New Covenant

3.

1) Old Covenant: Conditional covenant made with physical Israel through
Moses (Deut 28). It demanded perfect obedience, which no one could
achieve.

2) New Covenant: Made through Jesus Christ with all who believe. God's
law is written on the heart; sins are forgiven, and the Spirit is given
to guide (Jer 31:33-34; Heb 10:14-17).

3) The new covenant is based on internal transformation and Spirit-led
obedience.

Our Relationship with the Law

1) The old self under the law was crucified with Christ (Gal 2:20).

2) Believers are now free from the law and live in the freedom of the
Spirit (Rom 6:11).

3) The law is still active, but it no longer has jurisdiction over those who
have died to it (Rom 7:4).

4. The Way of the Cross

5.

1) The cross is not only about forgiveness from sin, but about liberation
from the law (2 Cor 5:14-21).

2) Jesus’ death was a substitutionary act to set us free from the law’s
condemnation.

3) Believers are now joined to Christ, their new husband, in freedom and
love.

New Life Under Grace

1) The indwelling Spirit leads believers in place of external commandments
(Rom 8:14-16).

2) Sin no longer rules us; we now reign over sin (Rom 6:14;1 Cor 6:12).

3) The law provokes sinful desires; the Spirit empowers holy living.

4) The Spirit leads to voluntary obedience, not legalistic performance.

5) Only by being led by the Spirit can one truly live free from the law
and in God's will (Gal 5:18; Rom8:1-4)
