1. Three Major Misunderstandings About the Law
1) Legalism:
Salvation is achieved by obeying the law — Refuted by Romans
2) Antinomianism:
Since salvation is by grace, moral conduct doesn’t matter — Refuted
by James
3) Galatianism:
Salvation is initially by grace, but must be maintained by law—keeping
— Refuted by Galatians
These theological errors are not only ancient but still persist today. Paul
denounces them as “another gospel” (Gal 1:6-9).
2. The Nature and Limits of the Law

1) The Law was never intended to save anyone(Rom 3:20).

2) Its purpose is to reveal the depth of sinand the incapability of human
effort.

3) Righteousness comes solely by faith in Jesus Christ(Gal 2:16, 21).

4) The Law cannot save, nor preserve salvation (Gal 3:10).




3. The Relationship Between Law and Grace

1) Abraham was justified by grace, not by the Law (Gal 3:17-18).

2) The Law was added 430 years afterthe covenant with Abraham and
did not nullify that promise.

3) The Law was added to grace, not to replace it, functioning within
God's redemptive plan.

Function of the Law

1) The Law acts as a mirror to expose sin, showing humanity’s utter
need for mercy.

2) Given to Israel amidst their rebellion and ingratitude, it taught them
the seriousness of sinand God’s holiness.

3) The Law demanded perfect obedience, which no human could fulfill—
hence, pointing to the necessity of grace.

Duration and End of the Law

1) The Law was valid until the coming of the promised Seed—Christ
(Gal 3:19).

2) It could not override grace, but was added to highlight transgressions
and the need for a Savior.

3) In Christ, the Law has reached its eschatological end and fulfillment.
(Rom 10:4).
