2) Conscience can discern good and evil, but it cannot lead to
righteousnessor overcome sin.

3) Human conscience is variable, unreliable, and corrupted after the Fall
unable to reveal God's nature or willclearly.

4) Knowledge of God’s name, Sabbath, and worship is not accessible
through conscience alone.

2. The Age of the Law— From Moses to Christ
1) The Law was given to Israel as a temporary, national, and exemplary
system(Romans 3:19-20).
2) Paul views the Law as a tool to expose and magnify sin, not to
remove it (Romans 7:7-13).
3) The Law is holy and good but cannot transform human nature or
grant life.

4) Paul, once proud of keeping the Law, realized its true depth after
meeting Christ—it convicted even inner sins and motives.

5) The Law served to prepare humanity to recognize its need for divine
righteousness, not human effort.

3. The Age of Grace— Through Jesus Christ and His Gospel

1) God sent His Son to redeem those under the Law, fulfilling its
demands and opening the way to adoption (Galatians 4:4-5).

2) Those who believe are set free from the curse and condemnation of
the Law and are justified by Christ’s righteousness (Romans 3:21-22).

3) Grace does not excuse sinbut empowers a new life by the Holy Spirit
(Romans 6:1-2; Galatians 5:22-23).

4) Pauline theology affirms the goodness of the Law but insists that
salvation comes only by grace through faith, not by works of the Law
(Ephesians 2:8-9).
