Heb9:11-22; Rom 3:25; Ep 1:7;, 1 Cori 11:25
1. Introduction: What Is the Blood Covenant?
1) The blood covenant is a life—giving agreement between God and
humanity, grounded in atonement and redemption.
2) Paul identifies the blood of Christ as the blood of the covenant(1 Cor.
11:25), which is the foundation for justification and salvation.
2. Core Elements of the Blood Covenant in Pauline Theology

1) Essence of Redemption — Purchased with His Blood
(1) Ephesians 1:7- “In Him we have redemption through His blood,

the forgiveness of sins:-”
(2) Redemption is not just liberation but a purchase made by the
blood of Christ, paying the price for our freedom from sin.

2) Revelation of God’s Righteousness — Justice Meets Love
(1) Romans 3:25- “God presented Christ as a propitiation through the
shedding of His blood:-”




(2) The cross reveals God's righteousness: He does not overlook sin,
but satisfies His justice through the blood of His Son.

(3) At the same time, it is the ultimate expression of His love and
grace toward sinners.

3) The Blood of the New Covenant — Fulfillment of the Old
(1) 1 Corinthians 11:25-“This cup is the new covenant in My blood---”
(2) Jesus fulfilled and ended the Mosaic sacrificial system, establishing
a new covenant through His own blood.
(3) Paul interprets this as the realization of what the Law and sacrifices
pointed toward(cf. Hebrews 9, Galatians 3).

3. Effects of the Blood Covenant
1) Forgiveness of Sins
(1) “Without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness”(Heb. 9:22).
(2) Believers experience complete atonement and cleansing in the Holy
Spirit (Rom. 5:9).
2) Justification
(1) “We are justified by His blood” (Rom. 5:9).
(2) This is a legal declaration before God, changing the believer’s
status from guilty to righteous.
3) Reconciliation with God
Through His blood, Jesus restores the relationship broken by sin (Col.
1:20).
4. Conclusion: The Blood Covenant and the Life of the Believer

1) Believers must remember that they were bought with the blood of
Christ, not their own merits (1 Cor. 6:19-20).

2) The Lord’s Supper is a holy occasion to commemorate and proclaim
this blood covenant(1 Cor. 11:23-26).

3) The blood covenant is not just a doctrine—it defines the identity and
foundation of the believer’s life.
