Parables on the Kingdom

Harmony Between Jesus’ Parables and Pauline Theology

1) Jesus’ parables about the Kingdom of Heaven reflect both the present
reality and future hope,in line with Paul’s “already—not yet”eschatology.

2) Paul describes the Kingdom as “righteousness, peace, and joy in the
Holy Spirit” (Rom 14:17), experienced now, yet awaiting future glory
(Rom 8:18-23).

2. Parable of the Sower and Gospel Response (Matt 13)
1) Pathway: Paul teaches that the God of this ageblinds minds so they
cannot believe the gospel (2 Cor 4:4).
2) Rocky ground: Emotional or shallow faith doesn't endure. True faith
endures through suffering (Rom 5:3-5).
3) Thorns: Desire for wealth and pleasure chokes the Word—Paul warns
against the love of money (1 Tim 6:9-10).
4) Good soil: The Word is received by faith, and the Spirit brings fruit.
Paul links this to the fruit of the Spirit(Gal 5:22-23).
3. Hidden Treasure & Pearl of Great Price

1) Paul counted everything loss for the surpassing worth of knowing
Christ(Phil 3:8).



2) The Kingdom is not earned but discovered by grace.True faith treasures
Christ above all, even life itself (Gal 2:20).

4. Wheat & Weeds / Dragnet Parables

1) Paul warns of false brothers inside the church(Gal 2:4).

2) At the final judgment, God will reward the righteous and punish the
wicked(Rom 2:6-10).

Mustard Seed & Leaven Parables

1) The gospel starts small but grows powerfully,transforming lives inwardly
(2 Cor 5:17).

2) Paul emphasizes the gospel's power to bring salvation to all nations
(Rom 1:16; Rom 15:18-20).

Rich Man and Lazarus — Paul’s Doctrine of Salvation

1) Salvation is not based on wealth but on faith in Christ(1 Tim 6:17-19).

2) There is no repentance after death;now is the day of salvation(2 Cor6:2)

3) As Paul teaches, faith comes not by miracles but by hearing the Word
of Christ(Rom 10:17).
